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National Cooperative Policy 2025: A New Era for India’s Cooperative Movement

In a landmark moment for India’s cooperative movement, Hon’ble Union Home Minister and Minister of Cooperation, Shri Amit Shah,
officially launched the National Cooperative Policy —2025 in New Delhi. This far-reaching policy marks a decisive step towards realizing
Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi’s vision of “Sahkar Se Samriddhi” (Prosperity through Cooperation).

The launch ceremony, graced by senior dignitaries including Union Ministers of State for Cooperation Shri Krishan Pal Gurjar,
Shri Murlidhar Mohol, Secretary ministry of cooperation, Dr. Ashish Kumar Bhutani and former Union Minister and Chairman of the
Drafting Committee Shri Suresh Prabhu, unveiled a comprehensive, inclusive, and future-ready framework aimed at elevating India’s
cooperative sector to new heights.

Describing the policy as visionary, practical, and result-oriented, Shri Amit Shah affirmed that cooperatives are no longer on the periphery
but now form a central pillar of India’s economic and social development strategy. The policy envisions the development of model
cooperative villages in every tehsil, a significant increase in the number of cooperative societies, and the establishment of at least one
cooperative in every village. It also aims to triple the cooperative sector’s contribution to the GDP by 2034 and actively engage 50 crore
citizens.

Beyond traditional activities, the policy charts expansion into diverse sectors such as tourism, taxi services, insurance, and green energy,
with a special focus on rural women, youth, tribals, and Dalits. It incorporates 83 strategic interventions, of which 58 have already been
implemented.

Formulated by a 40-member committee under the leadership of Shri Suresh Prabhu, the policy draws its inputs provided by over 750
stakeholders, including representatives from cooperatives, government ministries, RBI, and NABARD. It places strong emphasis on
transparency, technology adoption, and financial self-reliance at the grassroots level.

Among the flagship initiatives announced were Sahkar Taxi, a service model ensuring that all profits directly benefit the driver; White
Revolution 2.0, powered by women-led dairy cooperatives; and the establishment of Tribhuvan Sahkari University to nurture the next
generation of cooperative leaders. The policy also highlights the complete computerization of Primary Agricultural Credit Societies
(PACS) and the integration of cooperative societies with healthcare, fuel outlets, and water supply schemes, thereby promoting digital
inclusion and operational efficiency in rural India.

Shri Shah stated - “This policy ensures that even the smallest cooperative unit in a remote village becomes a key player in India’s
development story,” He further emphasized that the vision is to create a member-centric model that uplifts livelihoods, fosters rural
entrepreneurship, and instills pride in cooperative participation. “We are building a system where educated youth choose cooperatives as
a career— not by compulsion, but by choice,” he added.

With the National Cooperative Policy —2025, India has laid a strong foundation for a resilient, self-reliant, and tech-enabled cooperative
ecosystem, one that will serve as a vital pillar in the nation’s journey toward Viksit Bharat by 2047.
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Over 100 Initiatives in Four Years: Ministry of Cooperation Charts New Growth Path

Hon’ble Union Home Minister and Minister of Cooperation Shri Amit Shah chaired the second meeting of the Parliamentary
Consultative Committee of the Ministry of Cooperation, reviewing recent initiatives aimed at strengthening India’s cooperative sector.
The meeting was attended by Union Ministers of State Shri Krishan Pal Gurjar and Shri Murlidhar Mohol, Members of Parliament, the
Cooperation Secretary, and senior ministry officials.

Shri Amit Shah reaffirmed that under the leadership of Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi, the Ministry is committed to
transforming cooperatives into vibrant and sustainable business units. Out of the target of establishing two lakh multipurpose cooperative
societies in five years, 35,395 have already been formed, comprising Multipurpose Primary Agricultural Credit Societies (MPACS),
dairy cooperatives, and fisheries cooperatives.

Shri Amit Shah highlighted the creation of three national-level cooperative bodies — the National Cooperative Organic Limited
(NCOL), National Cooperative Export Limited (NCEL), and Bharatiya Beej Sahkari Samiti Limited (BBSSL). These institutions are
designed to promote organic products, facilitate farmers’ access to export markets, and conserve traditional seeds. Shri Amit Shah also
announced plans to contract small farmers for traditional seed production, ensuring that they directly benefit from this initiative.

Emphasizing the importance of White Revolution 2.0, Shri Amit Shah outlined the goal of increasing milk procurement by 50% over the
next five years. So far, more than 15,000 new dairy cooperatives have been registered, and nearly 12,000 existing societies have been
strengthened. The National Dairy Development Board (NDDB) and 25 Milk Unions across 15 states have signed MoUs to set up biogas
plants in dairy cooperatives, further diversifying income sources.

Over the last four years, the Ministry has launched more than 100 reforms, including digital transformation of PACS, policy measures,
financial support, and capacity-building initiatives. To ensure effective implementation and monitoring, institutional mechanisms such
as the Inter-Ministerial Committee, State Cooperative Development Committees, and District Cooperative Development Committees
have been established.

Shri Amit Shah also noted the establishment of Tribhuvan Sahkari University, declared an institution of national importance, to

standardize cooperative education and training across the country. The meeting concluded with suggestions from committee members,
and the Ministry reaffirmed its commitment to making cooperatives engines of growth, equality, and self-reliance in rural India.

Hon’ble Union Minister Stresses Role of Cooperatives in Nation-Building:Sahkar & Rejgar Utsav

Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah addressed
the grand ‘Sahkar & Rojgar Utsav’ held in Jaipur as part of the International Year
of Cooperatives — 2025. More than 8,000 youth from Rajasthan received
appointment letters, reflecting the growing contribution of the cooperative
sector in employment generation. The event was graced by Rajasthan
CM Shri Bhajan Lal Sharma, Union Minister Shri Gajendra Singh Shekhawat,
former CM Smt. Vasundhara Raje, and Secretary, Ministry of Cooperation,
Dr. Ashish Kumar Bhutani.

During the event, Shri Amit Shah stated that India is leading the global
celebration of cooperatives and highlighted major initiatives under the leadership
of Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi, which includes the creation of a dedicated
Ministry of Cooperation, the formation of 2 lakh new PACS (of which 40,000
have already been formed), computerization of PACS, and the launch of White
Revolution 2.0.

Shri Amit Shah also spoke about the Gopal Credit Card Scheme, under which
1,400 cowherds have received loans amounting to ¥12 crore.

Continuing his address, Shri Amit Shah announced the establishment of 24 new
grain warehouses, 64 millet outlets, and the installation of micro-ATMs at 2,300
milk committees. He launched publications featuring success stories under the
Pandit Deendayal Gareebi Mukt Gram Abhiyan and flagged off 100 new police vehicles. Furthermore, Shri Amit Shah assured that
NAFED and NCCF will continue procurement at MSP while farmers will retain the freedom to sell their produce in the open market.

Shri Amit Shah also praised Rajasthan’s performance in agriculture, particularly in mustard, millet, and oilseeds production. Since
2014, the MSP for mustard has increased by 95%, and for gram and groundnut by 82%. He further acknowledged Rajasthan’s progress
in camel milk research, conservation of native livestock breeds, and animal husbandry efforts within the state.

Appreciating the Rajasthan government, Shri Amit Shah commended their steps to curb paper leaks, attract investments of over %3 lakh
crore, and improve welfare through schemes such as 450 LPG cylinders, the Ram Jal Setu Link DPR, Jal Jeevan Mission expansion,
and reduced VAT on petrol and diesel. Speaking on national progress, Shri Amit Shah highlighted that India has become the world’s 4"
largest economy, rising from 11" place in 2014. He also mentioned that 60 crore people have benefited from various welfare schemes
and 27 crore citizens have been lifted out of poverty. Shri Amit Shah credited this success to strong governance and bold decisions like
surgical strikes and Operation Sindoor.

During the Sahkar & Rojgar Utsav, KRIBHCO made a strong presence through its dedicated stall, where Smt. Vasundhara Raje and
other dignitaries visited and appreciated KRIBHCO’s efforts toward farmer welfare and rural development.

Concluding his address, Shri Amit Shah paid tribute to Rajasthan’s proud legacy and remembered its heroes, including Maharana
Pratap, Panna Dhai, and Param Vir Chakra awardee Nirmal Singh Sekhon. Expressing optimism, Shri Amit Shah stated his confidence
that Rajasthan will emerge as a cooperative leader by 2047 under the Amrit Kaal vision.

Union Minister Shri J.P. Nadda Visits Saudi Arabia for Key Long-Term Fertilizer Agreements Signed

The visit of the Union Minister for Health & Family Welfare and Minister of Chemicals & Fertilizers, Shri J.P. Nadda, to the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia aimed to deepen cooperation in fertilizers, petrochemicals, pharmaceuticals, and health services. The high-level delegation
visited Dammam and Riyadh, engaging in discussions to strengthen bilateral partnerships across these key sectors. A significant
milestone of the visit was the signing of Long-Term Agreements between Saudi Arabia’s Maaden and Indian companies including
KRIBHCO, IPL, and CIL for the supply of 3.1 million metric tonnes (MMT) of Diammonium Phosphate (DAP) per annum from FY
2025-26 onwards, extendable by five more years. The visit was made between 10"to 12" July 2025.

Shri M. R. Sharma, Managing Director, KRIBHCO, signed a deal for 6 Lakh Metric Tonnes (LMT) per annum for an initial period of five
years, extendable by another five years, marking a significant step toward ensuring India’s fertilizer security. The agreements aim to
broaden the scope of collaboration to include other key fertilizers like urea and customized alternatives to boost agricultural productivity.
During the visit, Shri J.P. Nadda held a bilateral meeting with the Saudi Minister of Industry and Mineral Resources, H.E. Mr. Bandar bin
Ibrahim Al Khorayef, where Shri J.P. Nadda and Mr. Bandar bin Ibrahim Al Khorayef agreed to facilitate mutual investments and explore
collaborative R&D in alternative fertilizers.

A joint working group has been set up, led by Secretary (Fertilizers), Shri Rajat Kumar Mishra, from the Indian side, and the
Vice Minister for Mining Affairs from Saudi Arabia, to explore long-term cooperation. Shri J.P. Nadda also met
H.R.H. Prince Abdulaziz bin Salman Al Saud, Minister of Energy and co-chair of the Strategic Partnership Council’s Economy and
Investment Committee, to further enhance economic partnerships. In Riyadh, Shri J.P. Nadda met H.E. Abdulaziz Al-Rumaih,
Saudi Vice Minister of Health, to discuss cooperation in pharmaceuticals, digital health, and knowledge exchange,the discussions also
acknowledged the MoU signed during Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi’s recent visit to Saudi Arabia.

The Indian delegation visited Maaden’s Ras Al Khair facilities and toured the phosphate plant, where Mr. Hassan Al Ali, Chairman of
Maaden Phosphate, hosted the delegation. In FY 2024-25, India imported 1.9 MMT of DAP from Saudi Arabia, a 17% rise over the
previous year, and with the new agreements, this is set to rise to 3.1 MMT annually, reinforcing India’s long-term fertilizer needs and
bilateral cooperation in the agriculture sector.

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Union Agriculture Minister Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan Holds High-Level Meeting on Biostimulants

Union Minister of Agriculture, Farmers’ Welfare and Rural
Development, Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan, chaired a crucial meeting
at Krishi Bhawan, New Delhi, with senior officials from the Ministry
of Agriculture and the Indian Council of Agricultural Research
(ICAR) to review the sale and regulation of biostimulants in the
country.

In a strong and clear message, Shri Chouhan emphasized that
“farmers are our top priority” and directed all officials to work with
full transparency and responsibility.

Referring to widespread complaints received during his 15-day
“Viksit Krishi Sankalp Abhiyan’—where he interacted directly with
farmers across villages—Shri Chouhan raised concern over fake
fertilizers, seeds, nano urea, and biostimulants. Shri Chouhan “After
listening to the pain of innocent farmers, I cannot sit idle. As the
Agriculture Minister, it is my duty to act.”

Shri Chouhan directed ICAR to test biostimulants rigorously and
ensure approvals are based solely on scientific validation. “Only

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those biostimulants that meet all the criteria and benefit farmers will be
approved,” he said, warning of strict action against suspicious
manufacturers.

During the meeting, Shri Chouhan also demanded detailed reports on:
The current status of biostimulants in the market

* Verification and registration of products

* Quality testing and sampling protocols

* Legal actions taken against violations

Expressing dissatisfaction over the earlier lack of regulation, he
revealed that around 30,000 biostimulant products were once sold
without proper checks. After new restrictions, the number has now
been brought down to approximately 650.

Shri Chouhan concluded with a strong message to officials and
scientists: “India’s farmers trust us and trust ICAR. It is our
responsibility to act only in their interest. Clear rules and SOPs must
now be implemented, and no irregularities will be tolerated going
forward.”
